As membership in the Shriners fraternity grew in the early 1900s,|so

did the call for establishing an official charity. In 1919, the Imperi
Potentate-elect pitched the idea of establishing a hospital to provi
care for children with orthopaedic problems. The idea was mullec

o

e

over and, in 1920, a committee was established to explore the idgda.

This committee concluded that there shouldn’t just be one hospitdl;

there should be a network of hospitals throughout North America fhat
provide medical care regardless of the patients ability to pay. It was an
idea that appealed to Shriners, who, as we know, like to do thingqin a

big way. The first hospital opened in Shreveport, La., in 1922.

Orthopaedic, Burn, Spinal Cord Injury, and
Cleft Lip and Palate Treatment

Today, there are 22 Shriners hospitals for Children, 18 of which spe-

cialize in orthopaedic care, treating injuries and problems of the b

nes,

joints and muscles, as well as complicated conditions, such as br{ttle

bone disease, spina bifida and cerebral palsy.

Additionally, four hospitals specialize in providing medical care to

kids with burn injuries. Shriners entered the field of burn care in the
1960s after recognizing a lack of medical expertise in the field. Sprin-

ers Hospitals treats children with acute, fresh burns; conducts recp

n-

structive and restorative surgeries on kids with healed burns; cargs for
children with severe scarring that limits mobility; and also helps kifds

with scarring or facial deformities caused by burns.

Spinal cord rehabilitation units are located within three Shriners Hospi-

tals for Childreff. These facilities provide long-term rehabilitation
and intensive physical, occupational and recreational therapies foy
dren with spinal cord injuries.

Moreover, Shriners Hospitals for Childferestablished a cleft lip angl
palate program in 2005. This program provides lip and palate repgi
nasal reconstruction, facial work and dental procedures, as well as
audiological, speech and psychological services.
