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Some of you may have heard rumors of hospital closings and financial diffi-
culties.  At the 2009 Imperial session, there is a slate of proposals to deal with 
the current financial situation.  Below are Imperial Potentate Douglas Max-
well’s comments on these proposals... 

 

A MESSAGE FROM THE IMPERIAL POTENTATE  
ABOUT YOUR FRATERNITY AND YOUR HOSPITALS  

 

(The following is excerpted from Imperial Potentate Douglas Maxwell’s email 
message to the Nobility, from June 2009) 

 

On the Revenue Side:... 
 

    * Should Shriners Hospitals receive Compensation for services provided... from 
private insurance companies...and Governmental entities, such as "Medicaid". 
 

On the Expense Side:.. 
 

    * Reducing the Expenses...to a yet to be determined percentage (perhaps up to 
as much as 30% ...if normal services can be maintained)...for all 22 hospitals 
(2009 Combined Adjusted Budget $453.9 million)...and 
    * Reduce the Expenses of Headquarters in Tampa, to begin to help narrow the 
"Gap" between Revenue and Expenses. (2009 Adjusted Budget $39.3 million) 
    * Reduce the amount currently spent on Research and combine the 9 current 
research lab locations in the United States to 4 locations. (2009 Adjusted Budget 
$39.8 million) 
    * Reduce the amount currently spent on Information Services (2009 Adjusted 
Budget $14.8 million) 
    * Modify some of our current hospitals to an "Ambulatory Model" (Day Sur-
gery)...to reduce expenses... by only performing surgical procedures to a child, 
that would not require an overnight stay... and only being open 5 days a week (60 
hours vs. 168 hours currently). (Cost Reduction yet to be determined...rough esti-
mate reduction of 30% to 60%) 
    * Close 5 Orthopedic Hospitals...Springfield, Greenville, Shreveport, Erie, and 
Spokane, (Combined 2009 Adjusted Budget of $86.7 million) and continue the 
suspension of services to our Galveston Burns Hospital. ("Full year" 2009 Ad-
justed Budget $35.6 million) 
    * Combine the Galveston Burns Hospital (2009 Adjusted Budget $35.6 million) 
with the Houston Orthopedic Hospital, (2009 Adjusted Budget $22.5 million) 45 
miles to the north... into a model as exists in Northern California... for a reduction 
of duplication of services, i.e. food services, laundry, pharmacy, staffing, security, 
etc. 
 
Bektash Delegates along with other Representatives from across North Amer-
ica will have some difficult issues to consider.

Windsor, VT-- The real meaning of Shrine Football has always been found in the smile of the 
children who have been patients in the Shrine Children's Hospitals.  It was true when the first 
Shrine Maple Sugar Bowl was played in 1954 and it will be true again on Saturday, August 1 
when the 56th Annual Game is played here on MacLeay-Royce Field. 
 
Robert Johnston of New London, NH and Chelsea Desiree Lee   of Vernon, VT have been 
named the King and Queen of this year's Bowl Game.  Chelsea has been a patient at the Shrin-
ers Hospital in Springfield, Mass. and Robert a patient at the Shrine Burns Hospital in Boston, 
two of the Shrine hospitals, which benefit from the annual summer classic. 
 
Robert, who is eight, is the son of Emery and Elizabeth Johnston.  He has a big sister named 
Grace.   Last year while walking in the woods near his home, he walked into a downed power 
line, which was obscured by branches and bushes. 34,000 volts of electricity went through his 
body, causing him to go into cardiac arrest and burning his face, chest, hands, legs and feet. 
His mother was able to provide CPR and when EMS arrived he was awake, but had 2nd and 
3rd degree burns over most of his body. He was flown to a local trauma center where he was 
stabilized, and then flown to the Shriners Hospital in Boston. 
 
Due to the severity of the burns, there was concern that he would need to have some of his 
toes amputated. He also had burns to his neck, chest and right shoulder, which needed con-
tinuous care and observation. The excellent care and compassion, though, shown by the staff 
at the Shriners Hospital have given the family hope of Robert's full recovery. It fact, he has 
made an amazing recovery to the point that this past winter he played hockey and this spring 
baseball. 
 
Chelsea, who is ten, is the daughter of   Robert & Jackie Lee. She was born with a club left 
foot and when an infant received multiple castings at Dartmouth Hitchcock Medical Center in 
Hanover.  It was when it became apparent at the age of eight months that she would need sur-
gery the Lee family turned, with the help of a local Shriner, to the Shrine Hospital in Spring-
field. 
 
Today Chelsea is very active both in school and at home. At school she plays in the band, is 
on the softball team and is a member of the Vernon Tornadoes jump rope team. She also has a 
passion for singing, dancing, animals and fishing. All of these activities are possible her par-
ents say "Thanks to Wayne Shepard (the local Shriner) and the wonderful staff at Springfield 
Shrine Hospitals." 
 
The Lee family's relationship with Shriners Hospitals actually spans 30 years because her 
mother was once a patient in the Boston Burns Hospital when accidentally burned with hot 
water at the age of eight. 
 
The King & Queen will ride in the pre game parade through the streets of Windsor and will be 
introduced during the pre game ceremonies on the field. The parade is scheduled for 12 noon 
and kick-off for the football game will be at 2:30. 
 
The Shrine Maple Sugar Bowl brings together 72 of the finest high school football players in 
New Hampshire and Vermont, all graduated seniors. 
 
General admission tickets for the annual summer will be on sale beginning in early July 
throughout NH & VT.  Reserve seats can be obtained now by calling the Shrine Football Of-
fice in Lebanon, NH (603) 448-1042.

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The Liberty Bell 
By Paul C. Rodenhauser 

 
The Liberty Bell, originally a "Province Bell" top mark the 50th Anniversary of the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in 1752, was recast twice by Pass & Stow, Penn-
sylvania founders, and was mounted in the wooden steeple upon the State House in 
the month of June 1753. 
 

The Liberty Bell has become on object of reverence because of its association with 
the War of Independence. It has had an interesting history. 
 

Thomas Lister, Whitechapel, London, cast the "Province Bell" and shipped it to 
Philadelphia, where it arrived in August of 1752. In September, during testing, the 
bell was cracked by a stroke of the clapper. Pass and Stow recast the bell, adding 
one-one-half ounces of copper to each pound of the original metal. This reduced the 
brittleness of the metal but ruined the tone. 
 

Pass and Stow recast the bell once more, this time successfully; in June 1753 it was 
formally place in the State House tower. The bell bears the inscription from Leviti-
cus XXV: 10: "Proclaiming liberty throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants 
thereof."  
 

The bell was rung when Continental Congress was in session; it proclaimed the 
Boston Tea Party, and it rang for the first public reading of the "Declaration of In-
dependence." In 1777, when the British were about to occupy Philadelphia, the Lib-
erty Bell was removed to Allentown, Pennsylvania, and was hidden for almost a 
year in Zion Reformed Church before its return to Philadelphia when the British 
departed.  
 

It was in July 1835 that the bell was cracked while tolling the funeral of Chief Jus-
tice John Marshall, Virginia, who served as a Justice of the Supreme Court of the 
United States from 1801 till death. 
 

Because of its traditional role in the history of our nation and its symbolic relation-
ship, the bell was not recast. Today the 2,080-pound bell remains in Independence 
Hall, Philadelphia, as an object of patriotic veneration for millions of Americans.
