As such I will be curator of 
the Masonic Museum at the William Pitt Tavern at Strawbery 
Banke in Portsmouth. I am writing to describe initiatives so that 
the William Pitt Tavern Museum can serve all New Hampshire 
Lodges. 
 
One of my objectives for our museum is to make it OUR Mu-
seum. It is more than a Grand Lodge project. 
 
Bringing the story of Freemasonry at the Museum requires 
keeping it open more than it has been.
