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The time has finally come for all Shriners to decide on the direction of our Shriners 
Hospitals for Children. At the NSA 09 Mid Winter Meeting held in So. Burlington, 
VT there was much discussion on the future of our hospitals. Imperial Potentate 
Douglas Maxwell and Chairman of the Board of Trustees for Shriners Hospital, 
Ralph Semb, P.I.P. spoke on the serious shortage of operating monies available this 
year because of the economic downfall. It was decided that we have three choices 
as to where we want our hospitals to be in the future: 1/ Do nothing about funding 
and hope for the best, 2/ Change some of our hospitals to ambulatory care to cut 
costs and 3/ Close some of our hospitals to save money.  
 
We are now at the crossroads of keeping our hospitals solvent for the future. This 
year the Board of Trustees must save or cut $200 million from the operating budget 
to remain solvent. If we do nothing perhaps the hospitals may stay open for another 
5 - 7 years. No more Shriners Hospitals for Children!!! Is this what we want? We 
can try operating some of our hospitals as ambulatory care facilities. The hospitals 
could stay in place and remain open for certain hours of the day. By reducing the 
number of hours we stay open we can reduce staff and operating costs. Most hospi-
tals are now able to provide outpatient day care or surgery because of the tremen-
dous progress made in medical and surgical care. The last and probably the most 
difficult we all have to face is the closing of some of our hospitals. This has now 
become a reality and I am sure it will be on the call at the Imperial Session being 
held in San Antonio, Texas this July.  
 
The time has come for all Shriners to treat the Shrine Hospitals for Children as a 
business. We need to think and act clearly while still being concerned about provid-
ing quality care to the many children we take care of. Let us think with our heads 
and still save a spot for our hearts. It is much better to have fewer quality hospitals 
than none at all. The thought of raising the Hospital Assessment from $5.00 to 
$50.00 I am sure will not keep our membership healthy. We cannot be all consumed 
by taking care of hospitals and not the fraternity. Let's find a way to take care of 
both. 
 
Let's all get together at the next Stated Meeting on June 15th and let our Bektash 
Representatives know how we feel. The time has come for all Shriners to get to-
gether and vote for the good of the hospitals and fraternity. 
 
There are many fun functions coming up in the future that our Potentate Ed  
Daneault has been working on. Let's all support Bektash as best we can. This is 
your Temple, let's continue to keep it the best.
