Dr. Walter Fleming was a prominent physician andysan. Born in 1838, he ob-
tained a degree in medicine in Albany, N.Y., in 28Buring the Civil War, he was a
surgeon with the 13th New York Infantry Brigadetloé National Guard. He then
practiced medicine in Rochester, N.Y., until 18&8en he moved to New York City
and quickly became a leading practitioner.

Fleming was devoted to fraternalism. He became stédddlason and completed
some of his Scottish Rite work in Rochester. Flegnhen completed his Scottish Rite
3degrees in New York City and was coroneted a 88ttiSh Rite Mason on Septem-
ber 19, 1872.

Fleming took the ideas supplied by Florence andriedad them into what would
become the Ancient Arabic Order of the Nobles efystic Shrine (A.A.O.N.M.S.).
With the help of other Knickerbocker Cottage regsil&leming drafted the ritual,
designed the emblem and costumes, formulated tagahy and declared that mem-
bers would wear a red fez.

The First Meeting

On September 26, 1872, the first temple in the ddhftates was organized in the
New York City Masonic Hall. Charles T. McClenacheamd Dr. Fleming had com-
pleted the ritual and proposed that the first tenffd named Mecca. The original 13
Masons of the Knickerbocker Cottage lunch groupewermed Charter Members of
Mecca Temple (now Mecca Shriners). Noble Floreeeel a letter outlining the
"history" of the Order and giving advice on conduigtmeetings. The officers elected
were Walter M. Fleming, Potentate; Charles T. Mo@than, Chief Rabban; John A.
Moore, Assistant Rabban; Edward Eddy, High PriagtRrophet; George W. Millar,
Oriental Guide; James S. Chappel, Treasurer; Wil Paterson, Recorder; and
Oswald M. d’Aubigne, Captain of the Guard.

The organization was not an instant success, éwergh a second temple was char-
tered in Rochester in 1875. Four years after Stgifeeginnings, there were only 43
Shriners, all but six of whom were from New York.

The Imperial Council

At a meeting of Mecca Shriners on June 6, 187@&valrody was created to help
spur the growth of the young fraternity. This gaweg body was called "The Im-
perial Grand Council of the Ancient Arabic Ordertloé Nobles of the Mystic
Shrine for the United States of America.” Flemimgdme the first Imperial Grand
Potentate, and the new body established rules éonlvarship and the formation of
new temples. The initiation ritual was embellishaslwas the mythology about the
fraternity. An extensive publicity and recruitingrapaign was initiated.

It worked. Just two years later, in 1878, thereen25 Shriners in 13 temples. Five
of these temples were in New York, two were in Cdmal the others were in Ver-
mont, Pennsylvania, Connecticut, lowa, Michigan Mabsachusetts.

The number of Shriners continued to grow in theGE3®y the time of the 1888
annual session (convention) in Toronto, there We2&0 members in 48 temples
throughout the United States and one in Canada.

While the organization was still primarily socialstances of philanthropic work
became more frequent. During an 1888 yellow fepétemic in Jacksonville, Fla.,
members of Morocco Shriners and Masonic Knights @lamworked long hours to
relieve suffering. In 1889, Shriners came to tltkadithe Johnstown Flood victims.
In 1898, there were 50,000 Shriners, and 71 of theemples were engaged in
some sort of philanthropic work.

At its 1900 Imperial Session, representatives fBiemples marched in a Wash-
ington, D.C., parade reviewed by President WilligicKinley. Membership was
well over 55,000.

Shriners were unstoppable in the early 1900s. Meshiyegrew rapidly, and the
geographical range of temples widened. Between 28@d01918, eight new tem-
ples were created in Canada, and one each in HanMexico City and the Re-
public of Panama. The organization became, in faetAncient Arabic Order of

the Nobles of the Mystic Shrine for North Amerit&ew flourishes were added to a
growing tradition of colorful pageantry. More bantdsre formed, and the first cir-
cus is said to have opened in 1906 in Detroit.

During the same period, there was growing membgpa for establishing an
official charity. Most temples had individual phithropies, and sometimes Shrin-
ers as an organization gave aid. After the 190th@aake in San Francisco, Shrin-
ers sent $25,000 to help the stricken city, antib5, Shriners contributed $10,000
for the relief of European war victims. But neithiee individual projects nor the
special one-time contributions satisfied the mersibigr who wanted to do more.

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In 1919, Freeland Kendrick (Lu Lu Shriners, Philati&) was the Imperial Poten-
tate-elect for the 363,744 Shriners. He had lorenis®arching for a cause for the
thriving group to support. In a visit to the ScsittiRite Hospital for Crippled Chil-
dren in Atlanta, he became aware of the overwhejromthopaedic needs of children
in North America. As Imperial Potentate in 1919 48920, he traveled more than
150,000 miles, visiting a majority of the 146 teegpto campaign for an official phi-
lanthropy.

1920 Imperial Session

At the June 1920 Imperial Session in Portland, (tendrick proposed establishing
Shriners Hospital for Crippled Children (now Shrimeélospitals for Children), to be
supported by a $2 yearly assessment from eache3l{riow $5 per year). Conserva-
tive Shriners expressed doubts about assuminditidsof responsibility. Prospects
for approval were dimming when Noble Forrest Ad&iaarab Shriners, Atlanta)
rose to speak: "l was lying in bed yesterday maynabout 4 o’clock . . . and some
poor fellow who had strayed from the rest of thada. . stood down there under
the window for 25 minutes playing ‘I'm Forever Blowg Bubbles.” " He said that
when he awoke later, "I thought of the wanderingstrel, and | wondered if there
were not a deep significance in the tune that heplaying for Shriners, ‘I'm For-
ever Blowing Bubbles.’ "

He noted, "While we have spent money for songsspedt money for bands, it's
time for the Shrine to spend money for humanityaht to see this thing started.
Let’s get rid of all the technical objections. Affidhere is a Shriner in North Amer-
ica,” he continued, "who objects to having paidtike dollars after he has seen the
first crippled child helped, | will give him a cheback for it myself." When he was
through, Noble Adair sat down to thunderous ap@aitibe whole tone of the ses-
sion had changed.

A committee was chosen to determine the site argbpael for the Shriners Hospi-
tal.

First Hospital

Before the June 1922 Imperial Session, the commesivas in place for the first
Shriners Hospital for Crippled Children in Shrevegpba. The rules were simple: To
be admitted, a child must be from a family unableay for the orthopaedic treat-
ment he or she would receive (this is no longexcaiirement), be under 14 years of
age (later increased to 18) and be, in the opiafdhe chief of staff, someone whose
condition could be helped.

The Shriners Hospitals network is supervised by bremnof the Board of Trustees,
who are elected at the annual meeting of the hedsmitporation. Each hospital oper-
ates under the supervision of a local Board of Guwes, a chief of staff and an ad-
ministrator. Members of the boards are Shrinersy sdrve without pay.

The network of orthopaedic hospitals grew as folip®hreveport, Sept. 16, 1922;
Honolulu, Jan. 2, 1923; Twin Cities, March 12, 193an Francisco, June 16, 1923
(relocated to Sacramento in 1997); Portland, Jan1924; St. Louis, April 8, 1924;

Springfield, Feb. 21, 1925; Chicago, March 20, 13®iladelphia, June 24, 1926;

Houston, Feb. 1, 1952; Los Angeles, Feb. 25, 19&8#nipeg, March 16, 1952
(closed Aug. 12, 1977); Erie, April 1, 1967; Tam@et. 16, 1985, and Sacramento,
Calif., April 14, 1997.

The first patient to be admitted in 1922 was &eligfirl with a clubfoot, who had
learned to walk on the top of her foot rather tli@sole. The first child to be admit-
ted at the Twin Cities hospital was a boy with pofince that time, approximately
835,000 children have been treated at the 22 Shrithespitals. Surgical techniques
developed in Shriners Hospitals have become stdriddhe orthopaedic world.
Thousands of children have been fitted with armlagdraces and artificial limbs,
most of them made at the hospitals by expert tecms.

Orthopaedic Research

From 1950 to 1960, Shriners’ funds for helping @teh increased rapidly. At the
same time, waiting lists of new patients for adimisd¢o Shriners Hospitals began to
decline, due to the polio vaccine and new antibtlhus, Shriners found themselves
able to provide additional services, and leadegabéo look for other ways they
could help children.

One result was collating medical records of pasi@fitShriners Hospitals. By placing
the records of each patient and treatment on canud microfilm, valuable infor-
mation was made available to all Shriners surgaosthe medical world as a whole.
This process, begun in 1959, also made it easieitiate clinical research in Shriners
orthopaedic hospitals.

Shriners Hospitals had always engaged in clinies¢arch, and in the early '60s,
Shriners aggressively entered the structured relsditd and began earmarking
funds for research projects. By 1967, Shriners wpending $20,000 on orthopaedic
research. Today, the annual research budget tgpl®ximately $37 million. Re-
searchers are working on a wide variety of projentduding studies of bone and
joint diseases, such as juvenile rheumatoid aithiitcreasing basic knowledge of the
structure and function of connective tissue; affishireg functional electrical stimula-
tion, which is enabling some children with spinatdinjuries to have limited use of
their arms and legs.
