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As we approach the fall season here in New England , watching the geese starting 
their voyage south for the winter I am reminded of a story I once read.  It goes like 
this: 
 

As each goose flaps his wings, it creates an uplift for the birds following.  By fly-
ing in a V formation the whole flock adds 71% more flying range than a single 
bird flying alone.  THE LESSON: SHRINERS WHO SHARE A COMMON DI-
RECTION AND A SENSE OF FRATERNITY CAN GO FARTHER AND GET 
THERE QUICKER AND EASIER BECAUSE THEY ARE MOVING AHEAD 
TOGETHER. 
 

Whenever a goose falls out of formation it immediately feels the drag and resis-
tance of flying alone and quickly returns to the formation to take advantage of the 
lifting power of the bird immediately in front. THE LESSON:  IF WE HAVE AS 
MUCH SENSE AS THE GOOSE, WE STAY IN FORMATION WITH  THOSE 
WHO ARE HEADED WHERE WE WANT TO GO. 
 

When the lead goose tires it rotates back into formation and another gooses flies at 
the point position.  THE LESSON:  IT PAYS TO TAKE TURNS DOING THE 
HARD TASKS AND SHARING LEADERSHIP.  WITH PEOPLE AS WITH 
GEESE WE ARE INTERDEPENDENT. 
 

The geese in formation honk from behind to encourage those up front to keep up 
the speed.  THE LESSON:  WE NEED TO MAKE SURE OUR HONKING 
FROM BEHIND IS ENCOURAGING - NOT SOMETHING LESS THAN 
HELPFUL 
 

When a goose gets sick, wounded or shot down, other geese drop out of formation 
and follow it down to help protect him.  They stay with the goose until it is able to 
fly again or dies.  Then they launch out on their own with another formation or 
catch up with the flock. THE LESSON:  IF WE HAVE AS MUCH SENSE AS A 
GOOSE, WE WILL LIKEWISE STAND BY EACH OTHER.  
 

Our time as Shrine Masons  should always be take care of our hospitals, the great 
fraternity we belong to, our neighbors and country.   But we should never forget 
we are a fraternal family.  Let us always take care of and support one another. It 
makes it much easier for us to care of our "Shrine Hospital Children". 
 

There are many more events coming up this fall and winter.  Let's enjoy them all 
together.

   I have formed a new "Strategic Planning" committee, made up of the 7 elected trus-
tees, the top 3 Imperial Divan officers (who are trustees by virtue of their office), the 
Imperial Treasurer, and chaired by the Chairman of the Board of Trustees. 
 

    This group has already met twice in these first 60 days. We are "Brainstorming" on 
all aspects of our Hospital System...to see if there can be an improved system, while 
remaining within the parameters and guidelines set by the Colorado representatives in 
San Antonio as outlined above. 
 

    Our Goal has become.. 
 

        To bring our "annual revenue" stream... up from the $550 million...through a new 
drive for "additional wills and gifts" and... 
        From 3rd Party Pay "Billings"... for services we provide... 
 

        And to lower our "cost of doing business"... by becoming a... "lean and 
mean"..."Right Sized"... hospital system...with some "In-patient" hospitals... and some 
"Ambulatory" Day Surgery and "Out Patient" hospitals 
 

    While still taking care of as many children as possible. 
 

    Day One of this path began on July 9th, 2009. You gave us the "tools" necessary to 
move in this direction...please be patient...your committee is working to make this all 
happen. 
 

    Some good news....according to our Vice President of Finance, Keith Gardner, 
 

    Our "Endowment Fund"...due to very fine "over sight" by our "Investment Commit-
tee", has re-grown to approximately $6.5 billion dollars, and 
 

    Is giving us an investment return of 12% so far this year. 
 

    If this trend can continue for the remainder of the year, it should help us minimize 
our use of "The Fund" to pay current operating expenses, as we continue to "Right 
Size" our hospitals and headquarters. 
 

    The 3rd Party Payment Committee, now referred to as the "Revenue Cycle Com-
mittee", to mirror this function in all other general hospitals, has already had four 
meetings in this first 60 days. They have requested of the Joint Boards and had ap-
proved ... "capital funding"... to get our IS (informational system) group... the needed 
software... to be ready to start capturing the data required to bill for the services we 
provide. 
 

    With this required "internal equipment" then in place...this will allow us to "Hit the 
ground running"...

    When all of the various pieces of this "3rd Party Pay" process... of legal docu-
ments, required waivers, contracts with insurers, agreements with various state 
Medicaid Agencies, and many other parts...all come together next year. 
 

    On the Hospital side... 
 

    I have asked the "Planning Committee", chaired by Imperial Sir Tad Claypool, 
to re-evaluate the "four hospitals" (Spokane, Springfield, Shreveport, and Erie) 
that had proposals for agreements or partnerships with nearby "affiliated hospi-
tals"...as presented at the meeting in San Antonio. 
 

    This is to confirm that each of the proposed models... that in June were only 
thought of as a "Cost Reduction" event...    now get re-examined as also a potential 
"Revenue Enhancement" model...  or some combination in between these two 
ends of the cost/revenue spectrum. 
 

    I hope all is well with you as this Fall approaches, and I look forward to seeing 
you again in our future.
